· Athletics wants more money for the miscellaneous equipment as they have already spent $172 on the rope this year. They want to buy a football.

· Last year, equipment bag and other things were purchased.

· Ice rental? – had practice 2 years ago. Do we need it this year? – yes – one hour of ice time. 

· Curling is expensive for $900. Can try to share it with grad house?

· As t-shirts are left over from last year and no orders will be made this year, debits are changed to 0 and credits changed changed to $200.
